Jean-Claude Garcia-Zamor, Ph.D., a professor of Public Administration at FIU-Biscayne Bay, made the historic
contribution in recognition of the special financial needs that students often have who come from the
‘economically poorest nation i the Western Hemisphere.

His gift of $200,000 will be matched by the State of Florida with $100,000, creating a $300,000 endowment that
will be known as the Jean-Claude Garcia-Zamor Scholarship Fund for Haitian-American Students. It is expected
that interest from the endowment will help cover twition and school-refated expenses fort5 to 20 students each
year who will be chosen based on need. The only other requirements will be that they be of Haitian ancestry and
maintain acceptable academic standing and progress.

"It very rare and equally as special to see a faculty member who s able and willing to demonstrate this level of
generosity,” said FIU Provos/Executive Vice President Mark B. Rosenberg. "We're deeply indebted to Dr.
Garcia-Zamor for a gift that will have long-term, Iife-changing benefits for students in serious financial need.”

Though he has lived in the United States for more than 40 years, teaching at such institutions as Howard
University and the University of Texas-Austin, Garcia-Zamor was born and raised in Cap-Hatien, Haiti's second-
largest city. He knows firsthand the diffculties that the 8 million residents of the island nation face.

As a Haitian American who has both prospered and worked around the world - in addition to his U.S. posts, he
taught for years in Brazil and is an adjunct faculty member currently at Leipzig University in Germany - he
thought now was the perfect time to give something back.

“This is something I've wanted to do since starting at FIU 11 years ago,” said Garcia-Zamor, a masters and
doctoral graduate of New York University. "Many of the Haitian-American students enrolled here do so at great
personal sacifice, often working long hours outside the university to support their education, Its my hope that
the fund wil be a great help to them and their families.”

FIU ranks third nationally in enrollment of students of various minority backgrounds. Some 2,400 of its 32,000-
person student body are intemational students. They come to FIU from more than 125 foreign nations.

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The Jean-Claude Garcia-Zamor Scholarships are available to undergraduate students at FIU
who are of Haitian descent living in the United States who are either U.S. citizens or have
permanent resident status. These scholarships have been made available by a generous gift from
Dr. Jean-Claude Garcia-Zamor, Professor of Public Administration at FIU.

Availability of Scholarships and Selection Criteria:

For the 2008-2009 academic year, the University will award ten (10) scholarships of $1,500 each.
Recipients will be chosen on the basis of academic performance and promise, financial need, and personal
statement of educational goals.

Eligibility requirements for scholarships for the 2008-2009 academic year:

Applicants must be of Haitian descent that are living in the United States at the time of
application and are either U.S. citizens or have permanent resident status.

At the time of application, each applicant must be a continuing, degree-seeking undergraduate
student at FIU or have been accepted for admission as a degree-seeking transfer student. Students
who have not completed any previous college credits are not eligible to apply.
Applicants must have demonstrated financial need, as determined by the University’s Financial
Aid Office. Applicants must have filed a completed Free Application for Federal Student
Aid (FAFSA).

Applicants must have a 3.0 cumulative grade point average at FIU and/or one or more other
accredited colleges at the time of application.

Applicants must agree that if they receive the Scholarship, they will enroll for and maintain a
course load of a minimum of nine credit hours during each semester they receive the scholarship.
Recipients must also record a grade point average of 3.0 or higher during each term they are
recipients of the scholarship.

Recipients must write a thank you letter to the donor who made the scholarship possible.

Application materials: Each applicant must submit

1. A completed and signed application form.
2. A grade transcript: for applicants who have completed 12 credits or more at FIU, an unofficial FIU

transcript is acceptable; those who have completed less than 12 credits at FIU must provide an
unofficial transcript from FIU (if applicable) and official transcripts from any other colleges or
universities previously attended.

A one-page typed statement about himself/herself that includes a discussion of personal
educational goals and how receiving the scholarship might help the applicant meet them.

4. Documentation affirming Haitian descent. (i.e. copy of either parents or own birth certificate or

passport and signed statement to that effect).
